Answer: Letters of Reference or references will work for this requirement.

It is
my understanding that this contract is not considered the practice of law. Question:
would a person with Emeritus status be considered eligible?

Answer: Yes, a person with Emeritus status is considered eligible.

3. Question: Do | need to simply email you a proposal consisting of: cover letter, resume,
and three letters of recommendation or are there other documents needed for a
completed submission?

Answer: Other documents are needed. The complete list of what is required can be
found in Section C (page 15) of the RFQ. You will need a Letter of Submittal, a Technical
Proposal, and a Management Proposal in order to apply.
