(Estos términos pueden usarse indistintamente, pero siempre es preferible usar los
nombres de tribus especificas cuando sea posible o términos descriptivos regionales: tribus
del rio Columbia/de la meseta, del estrecho de Puget o de la zona costera, cuando se hace
referencia a tribus en Washington).

e Tradicidn, ritual, practicas, cultura

e Cuenca, erosion, desove, estuario

Send parent letter (Spanish Language Version) and Favorite Traditions Worksheet (Spanish
Language Version) home with students for families to help complete one week prior to
lesson being taught.

Prepare posters or space for lists (see Instructional Support Materials above)

Review comments at the end of P’esk’a. More About the Sts’ailes People, Glossary, and Letter from
Chief William Charlie of the Sts’ailes People. Teachers may choose to integrate some of this
information into the reading or share with students afterwards.

*Note: This book might best be shared with a document camera or overhead projector. The
pictures are detailed and enlargement for student groups could be helpful.

Lesson Procedures:

Hemos aprendido sobre las tradiciones de las demds familias. Ahora vamos a conocer una
tradicion de los primeros habitantes que vivieron en esta zona donde nosotros vivimos.

Name tribes in your region and post list on board to refer to.

P'esk'a es una historia que proviene de la tribu sts'ailes, que se encuentra justo al otro lado de la
frontera en Canadd. Cuenta la historia de una tradicién que muchas tribus han practicado de manera
similar en el estado de Washington y en otras partes del noroeste del Pacifico. Esta historia sucedié
hace mucho tiempo, pero muchas tribus todavia conservan la tradicion en la actualidad.

Read P’esk’a and The First Salmon Ceremony (Spanish language version)

During reading, draw attention to the details in pictures that identify cultural and environmental
features associated with the natural and cultural history of your place.

Closure:

Because salmon are so important to the Native peoples in this region, they celebrate the salmon’s
return each year. The celebration recognizes that the salmon have returned, and that their life
cycle is continuing. Tribal members celebrate this event by having a big feast. The First Salmon
Ceremony is still celebrated by many Native people every year.

Scientists can learn about how humans and how we live, can impact salmon and the environment
by looking at how many salmon are returning to their old spawning grounds. If they don’t come
back, that is a sign that something has interfered with the health and well-being of the salmon.
We are going to be thinking more over the next couple of days about things we can do to help out
salmon.
