Salmon is an integral part of
the Muckleshoot Indian Tribe's culture and
traditions. MSP’'s mission is to purchase salmon
from tribal fishers, process it, and distribute it
locally, domestically, and internationally. Their
salmon is sustainable, local, and wild-caught.
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
