OSPI's participation in the ELAC convenings has allowed for intentional collaboration with
early learning providers across Washington state. Topics included special education service
delivery of children participating in child care, ECEAP, Head Start, and Tribal early learning
programs, as well as opportunities to support conversations related to transitional
kindergarten and coordinated recruitment and enrollment.

Major challenges faced by the program:

No challenges were faced throughout this time, as in person convening were shifted to
virtual connections and accommodated health and safety regulations. The proviso as
executed as planned, and engagement of OSPI's EL And ECSE representatives was consistent.

Future opportunities:

Continued participation in the ELAC convenings is expected with maintained representation
of both EL and ECSE representatives to ensure cross sector partnering within the scope of
work prioritized by the ELAC executive council.
