Does your program provide regularly scheduled educational 
or enrichment activities in a supervised environment? 

Do you currently operate NSLP? 

Eligible for NSLP snack or CACFP At-Risk. Does the site 
operate in an area eligible location where ≥ 50% of children 
are eligible for free/reduced-price meals? 

Eligible for NSLP Snack and CACFP At-Risk. 
Is the site operating only on school days? 

Eligible for NSLP Snack and CACFP At-Risk. 
Is the site planning to offer only an afterschool snack? 

Eligible for NSLP Snack. 
Site applications and calendars in WINS 
should reflect the snack service 

Not eligible for NSLP Snack or CACFP At-Risk 

Not eligible for NSLP Snack. 
May be eligible for CACFP At-Risk if LEA oeprates 
SBP and/or SMP 

Not eligible for CACFP At-Risk. 
School may be eligible to claim NSLP Snack 
according to student’s approved 
free/reduced-price/paid eligibility. 

Eligible for CACFP At-Risk, as snacks and meals 
can be claimed on non-school days during 
the school year. 

Eligible for CACFP At-Risk Snack and Supper. 
Site applications and calendars in WINS should 
reflect snack and supper service. 
Snack and supper meal service times cannot overlap. 
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
