	In 1894, allotments were made to the Kootenai on the public domain.  In the early 1900s, the federal government set aside 8,000 acres for the Kootenai with each recognized member receiving a plot of 160 acres.  Major date of allotment was 1908. Some of these tracts were sold and others were created in Idaho under the Act of Mary 11, 1926, ch. 51 – “An act authorizing the Secretary of the Interior to dispose of certain allotted land in Boundary County, Idaho, and to purchase a compact tract of land to allot in small tracts to the Kootenai Indians as herein provided, and for other purposes.” Some members of the Kootenai were removed to Flathead Reservation in Montana.
